RAPID FORCE® STANDARD BELT SLIDE

NOTE 
The RAPID FORCE® Standard Belt 
Slide is compatible with duty belts 
measuring 2.25” and smaller.

Place the RAPID FORCE® Duty Holster on a clean, stable surface 
with the mounting interface facing upward.

1

Position the RAPID FORCE® Standard Belt Slide behind the holster, 
aligning the mounting holes with the desired cant angle on the Belt 
Slide with the corresponding holes on the holster.

2

Once aligned, insert and thread three (3) 10-32 x 0.375” screws 
from the rear of the Standard Belt Slide through the mounting holes 
and into the RAPID FORCE® Duty Holster.

Using the included Tool-Hex Key-3/32”, tighten all three screws 
evenly until the Belt Slide is securely attached to the holster. We 
recommend torquing screws to 25 in-lb (inch-pounds) for optimal 
performance. Do not overtighten to avoid damaging the components.

STANDARD BELT SLIDE ASSEMBLY
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Adjust the holster’s cant by inserting the 
mounting screws and positioning the holster on 
the Standard Belt Slide attachment. Three slotted 
holes provide a 7.5º shift per slot. 

For right-handed holsters, move the holster to the 
left-most slot for a forward cant or the right-most 
slot for a rearward or negative cant. Reverse this 
positioning for left-handed holsters.

Keep 
fingers off the trigger and out of the trigger guard when drawing or replacing the handgun in the holster and at all times while your 
handgun is holstered.
