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JARD Match Trigger System for Tikka Rifles 

Installation 

1. Verify the gun is unloaded and remove the stock from the receiver. 
2. Remove the bolt and unscrew the trigger mounting screw attaching the trigger housing to the receiver.  
3. Remove factory trigger assembly and install the JARD trigger assembly. 
4. Reinstall the mounting screw and then the stock. 
5. Again, with the rifle unloaded and pointed in a safe direction, perform a function and safety check. 

YOUR JARD TRIGGER SYSTEM COMES SET FROM THE FACTORY, NO ADJUSTMENT NEEDED. 
If you must make adjustments, follow these instructions carefully. Only adjust the trigger if you fully understand the 

adjustment process. Adjustments done incorrectly can make your firearm unsafe! 

1. Verify the gun is unloaded and remove the stock from the receiver. 

2. The sear engagement screw (9A) may now be adjusted. Using a 1/16” hex key, turn the screw counterclockwise 

several turns and close the bolt leaving the action cocked. Turn the safety selector to the fire position. Slowly turn 

the screw clockwise until the sear is released (gun fires). Turn the screw slightly back counterclockwise until safe 

sear engagement is achieved. (Note: There must be sufficient sear engagement to allow reliable safety function, we 

recommend ½ turn.) 

3. Check functioning of the trigger by slamming the bolt (closing it sharply) several times. If the sear is not released 

when closing sharply, it may be possible to adjust for less sear engagement. However, if the sear is released, more 

sear engagement and/or pull weight increase is needed. 

4. Once the sear engagement has been successfully set, the safety can be adjusted. With the action cocked, turn the 

safety selector to the safe position. If the safety cannot be engaged, the safety screw (12) must be turned to allow 

the safety plate to move. Once the safety is on the on position, turn the safety screw with a 1/16” hex key until it 

engages the safety plate. With the safety is on and the action cocked, there should be no movement in the trigger 

and the selector should move back and forth freely.  

5. To adjust the over-travel screw (9B), cock the action and keep the safety off. Then with a 1/16” hex key, turn the 

screw clockwise until it contacts the trigger. Pulling the trigger should not release the sear. While pulling on the 

trigger, slowly turn the screw counterclockwise until the sear is released; it should be turned slightly further to allow 

for clearance and to avoid binding. If there is not enough clearance, the sear may not always be released when 

pulling the trigger. 

6. The final adjustment can be made to fine tune your trigger pull. The spring tension screw (8A) can be turned in or 

out with a 5/64” hex key to slightly increase or decrease trigger pull weight within the posted pull weight range. 

7. Install the receiver into the stock and preform function and safety checks.
