Installation

1. Verify the rifle is unloaded.

2. Remove the receiver from the stock by screwing the action screw counterclockwise until the receiver is free
form the stock. This uses a 5/32” hex key.

3. Remove the two cross pins that retain the trigger assembly. The trigger should be free of the receiver once
the pins are removed. If tight, a punch and mallet may be needed to tap out pins.

4. |Installation is reverse of disassembly. The recommended torque on the action screw is 25 in/lbs.

Trigger Adjustment
Your JARD trigger assembly comes adjusted from the factory and should be a replacement only procedure, however
should you decide to modify the factory setting, below are some suggestions.

1. Verify the rifle is unloaded.

2. Disassemble the stock from the receiver and remove trigger assembly from receiver.

3. To adjust the sear engagement, first make sure the hammer is cocked (hooked on trigger sear) and the
safety is on the off position. Turn the sear adjustment screw (17) using a 1/16” hex key clockwise until the
hammer is released. Next, turn the sear screw (17) counterclockwise wise until a safe amount of sear
engagement is achieved. (Approx. 1 % turns).

4. Adjust the disconnect screw (15) using a 5/64” hex key so when the hammer is in the cocked position you
can push down on the hammer and feel it brush against the hook of the disconnect as much as possible
without sticking.

5. To adjust the over travel, screw the over travel screw (11) using a 1/16” hex key clockwise until the screw
bottoms out against the trigger housing. Next, with the safety on the off position, turn the over travel screw
(11) counter clockwise while simultaneously pulling the trigger until the hammer is released. Turn the over
travel screw an additional % turn to ensure there is enough clearance to prevent binding.

6. To set the safety screw (10) place the hammer in the cocked position. Place safety in the safe position. Turn
the screw clockwise until it contacts the safety then back it off until the safety moves freely.

7. Perform all safety and function checks.
