CHASSIS

Steps to follow
Place the rear of the receiver into the chassis, sliding the trigger in first.
Ensure the safety button is centered in the trigger housing as it may hang
up the trigger group seating in the chassis. 
You may need to slightly wiggle it while sliding it on. 
Once the trigger is inserted, gently drop the barrel down into the chassis.
Once the action is firmly seated, tighten the action screw.
Using a 5/32” hex, tighten the action screw to 30 in/lb.

Steps to follow
With the barreled action inside the chassis and the action screw installed,
hand tighten the rear set screw using a 3/32” hex at the rear of the chassis
to 15 in / lb. Do not over tighten as it can damage your trigger group.
These screws act as a secondary tension point for securing the receiver
snuggly in the chassis.

Place the forend onto the chassis  
When the forend is in place, install the screws using a 5/32” hex key and
tighten to 30 in/lbs.
Do not over tighten as it may damage the threads of the forend. 
To remove the forend, follow these steps in reverse.

Using a 1/8” hex key, remove the two screws on the top of the cheek weld.
Don’t lose those pillars. 
With the screws removed, shift the position of the cheek weld forward or
backwards as desired.
With the cheek weld in position, tighten the two screws through the cheek
weld into the pillars behind it.
Hand tighten only.

Using a 1/8” hex key, loosen off the screw to allow vertical movement of the
check weld. 
When the desired height is achieved, tighten the screw to hand tight.
Do not over tighten as it can damage the threads on the backer plate. 
Tighten to max 10 in/lbs.

Using a 1/8” hex key, loosen off the screw to allow horizontal movement of
the shoulder plate. 
When the desired length of pull is achieved, tighten the screw to hand tight.
Do not over tighten as it can damage the threads on the backer plate. 
Tighten to 10 in/lbs.
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OPERATING THE
FOLDING
STOCK

Steps to follow
Place your dominant hand on the pistol grip. Support the rifle with opposite
hand. Keep pinky, ring, and middle finger on the pistol grip swinging your
thumb around to the top end of the knuckle hinge (pivot pin - silver) and
press down. 
The stock will swing towards the rifle into the folded position.
To unfold the stock, swing the stock away from the rifle and it will lock into
position.
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
