Mounting
The most important prerequisite for maintaining a consistent point of impact is cofrect mounting of
the riflescope on the rifle. We recommend that you use only high-quality c ents from well-known
manufacturers, components which will do justice to the high-guality of your R h Optics riflescope.
Be sure to have enough eye relief (distance between your eye and ifmwfece@s) and then tighten
the ring clamping screws firmly.

Resetting Adfustment Scale Ring

You may realign the zero mark on the adjustment scale rings after zero-in under the following steps.

1) Using a screwdriver or coin piece, foosen the screws set on top of the calibrated rings. Be sure
not to disturb your zero when loosening the screws.

2) Pull up the loosened adjustment scale ring and turn freely to align “0” with the index line.

3) Retighten the screws on the adjustment scale rings. Now your scope is set for the basic zero-in

position at the “0" mark with the index line.

Parallax Correction

To be parallax free, the target image must be focusedionto the reticle. This condition can be met only
